All programmes are delivered on campus at
the University of Canterbury, with access to
many of the world class facilities UC has to
offer.

Foundation Studies Certificate

Foundation Studies Certificate is designed
to help bridge the gap between high school
and university entrance. Delivered in a
nurturing and supportive environment,
students will study eight courses to prepare
them for their chosen degrees at the
University of Canterbury.

University Transfer Programme
{rTp)

UTP allows you to transition from high school
and complete your bachelor degree in the
same amount of time as students admitted
directly to UC. It is equivalent to the first
year of the relevant bachelor degree at the
University. UTP is designed to give students
extra academic and language support in that
all important first year of study. Students

will study the equivalent of eight academic
courses (120 credits) over 12 months and
pathway directly into Year 2 at UC.

UTP: Commerce

UTP Commerce provides key core courses
in Accounting, Economics, Management,
Statistics and Information Systems, as well
as a range of electives to ensure students
are able to choose from a large range of
majors and be well prepared for second
year study at UC.

UTP: Science

UTP Science at UCIC specialises in the fast
growing areas of computer science and
mathematics. The facilities for Science
students are world-class and students will
have access to cutting edge laboratories,
24-hour computer labs and specialist
library collections. UC Science graduates are
experts in problem solving, teamwork and
communication.

UTP: Engineering

Students studying first year at UCIC

are introduced to the key concepts of
engineering through their core courses. In
addition, to the support Programmes that
all UTP students complete, our Engineering
students are also provided with extra, free
tuition in English Language.

UC Halls of Residence -
Ilam Apartments

Fun and lively self-catered option for
First Year students. A self-catered, private
single bedroom with study area, access
to university Wi-Fi network, and social
programme. The distance to school is a
five minute walk from the main library
and lecture halls.

Homestay

Live with a New Zealand family and
have your meals provided. Included:
Three meals a day, fully furnished room
with study desk, bathroom and laundry
facilities, local telephone calls and
internet. Distance to school varies, but
will be within walking distance or
accessible by public transport.

Private renting

Private renting with other people can be
a very affordable way to live and study
in Christchurch. The suburbs around UC
provide excellent options for students.
